Overview: Faith Orphanage Foundation (FOF) is a non-governmental, non-profit, and 
non-denominational Christian organization started in 1993 that is committed to assisting the 
orphaned children in Zambia.  Through extensive community support programs, FOF provides 
registered orphans with the basic needs indicative to personal growth: a loving home 
environment, a solid education, practical skills, and the chance to fulfill their God given 
potential.  FOF also assists them with material needs such as food, clothes and medical care as 
necessary.  Sponsored children are living in family situations and have access to Christian 
teaching through village orphan centers and churches.  FOF enables children and teens to 
participate in programs where they can develop valuable life-skills that in turn promotes self-
sufficiency and confronts malnutrition and other health and social problems.  Recognized as 
being the foremost orphan-care facilitator throughout the Northwest and Copperbelt provinces 
of Zambia, FOF, in collaboration with dedicated sponsors, is committed to confronting the plight 
of our precious children. 
 



The Need 
An increasing number of children in Zambia are being orphaned as a direct result of HIV/AIDS. 
Short term projections reveal that the number of AIDS-related deaths in 1997 alone approached 
80,000 to 100,000 and has not decreased over the past eight years. Touched by the despair of 
those children left behind, a young Christian nurse by the name of Faith Liyena made it her 
priority to offer hope where there is none. With the help of her father, Rev. Edwin Mukumbo, the 
FOF was born – registered in 1993 as a Non-Governmental Christian Charitable Organization. 
Knowing that they could not help the orphans all over the country, they decided to help those in 
the immediately surrounding area. They organized the churches in the Zambian conference of 
Seventh Day Baptists and started the process of placing children in the homes of members of the 
church.  
From what started as a humble concern for children, orphaned largely as a consequence of the 
HIV/AIDS epidemic surging its way throughout Africa, the vision of FOF has become 
internationally recognized. 
  
Homes for Orphan Children 
There are presently over 1,000 orphaned children being cared for by the FOF management team. 
Rather than housing orphans in an institution, children registered with FOF have the opportunity 
to cared for in safe and loving extended family or foster homes. Orphan communities are located 
in seven different FOF centers: four situated along the Chingola/Solwezi Road (Northwestern 
Zambia), and three in the Kalulushi area of the Copperbelt province. FOF seeks to furnish the 
orphaned children of rural Zambia with the rights which they are entitled, the rights of childhood

To ensure provisions are being maintained, each orphan’s progress within their family 
environment is regularly monitored by local Implementers and quarterly reports. Clothing and 
bedding is provided according to need, and food is supplemented through local farming plots set 
aside specifically for orphans and their foster families. The installations of bucket-pump wells in 
each center provide safe drinking water for orphan communities, guarding against many tropical 
diseases and live-water viruses communicable by drinking contaminated water. 
  



Education and Health 
To ensure registered children are given every opportunity to develop intellectually, as well as 
physically, FOF meets each orphan’s school fees, uniform, and stationary costs. AIDS, health, 
and nutrition awareness programs further constitute and important segment of social education – 
offered to both orphans and community members at large. 
  
In confronting the prevalence of malnutrition among 
orphan communities in rural Zambia, FOF conducts regular 
health awareness seminars and advocates “health and 
nutrition clubs” within each center. Groups of orphan 
guardians and local women meet regularly with qualified 
FOF-Nutrition coordinators and government extension 
workers, to learn the importance of health and hygiene. 
Participants gain practical experience in preparing a wide 
and varied selection of locally grown foods, and learn the 
importance of maintaining a balanced diet. In addition to 
issues of food hygiene, these established programs educate 
communities on increasingly serious health concerns 
including HIV/AIDS, hepatitis, cholera, and malaria. In 
education lies the key to prevention. The ultimate goal of 
FOF Health and Nutrition Clubs is to eliminate 
malnutrition within orphan populations and wider 
communities.

A skills training center, which will cater specifically for older orphans who, for one reason or 
another, do not meet the entry requirements for senior secondary school has been constructed. 
Classes have been delayed until funds have become available to open the school. The classes will 
be taught by qualified instructors and will include carpentry, building, gardening, cooking, and 
tailoring. These classes will equip orphans with valuable and practical skills, promoting self-
sufficiency in the years to come. Future aims are to have the Skills Training Center expand into 
different rural communities, catering for all young interested and talented orphans registered 
with FOF. The construction of this exciting project will commence as soon as sufficient funds 
have been secured. 
   
Self-Sufficiency for Street Children 
A growing program that is sponsored jointly by FOF and Teen Missions is referred to as the 
“boot camp” project and teaches the attendees to be more self-sufficient. They train in hygiene 
and trade skills for domestic living, as well as practical communicating. They furnish them with 
soap, washcloth, toothpaste, toothbrush, comb, and some other amenities. This is meant as an 
introduction to the business world and domestic relationships.  
  
FOF Director, Mrs. Faith Liyena has acknowledged that Teen Missions program is one of the 
most effective ways of reintegrating street children back into society. She gave an example of 
Ackini Banda, who until December 2003 was spending cold nights at a local market. She 
emphasized that stigma and discrimination against street children is greatly reduced when a child 
is given a genuine identity.  



 
 
These teens are in the teen missions 
program where they learn to study, 
groom themselves, raise a garden, 
do house work, cook, sew, etc. The 
camp lasts five weeks. The ages 
range from 14 through 20. This is a 
viable part of their education and life 
preparation. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Ackini is one of the many children that have benefited from the Teen Missions boot camp 
program. Ackini, who is currently the assistant care taker at FOF Skills Training Center in 
Buyantanshi, said his vision was to go back to Teen Missions and train as a full time missionary.  
 
The Current Need 
Presently the work of FOF is beginning to slow because of the lack of funds. Anyone feeling that 
they could spare a few dollars per month is encouraged to send those donations to the Seventh 
Day Baptist Missionary Society to be collected and forwarded to FOF. It is expected that $25 
paid to the host family each month will cover the board, room, and educational needs for an 
orphan that they are housing. This program is helping a large number of people directly as well 
as indirectly.   
 
The proceeds from the rummage sale and any other earmarked donations will be sent to aid the 
Faith Orphanage Foundation in their ministry.
